FOLKLORE, HISTORICAL CELEBRATIONS

One of the most popular events in Venice is celebrated each year on the third Sunday 
of July.  The festival itself dates back to the year 1576, and is named after the church 
Redentore that was designed by Palladio and resides on the island of Guidecca. 
Venice was suffering from a terrible plague, and the Republic's senate voted to build a 
temple on the Guidecca Island in honour of Christ the Redeemer, and the Venetians 
promised to go there every year on the third Sunday of July, if the plague stopped.  
Traditionally, the Venetians celebrate this day by having dinner on the Saturday night 
while watching an incredible display of fireworks that light up the skies over Venice for 
an hour or more.  

FESTIVAL OF THE REDENTORE

The Palio of Siena is the most famous popular Italian events.  It takes 
place every year on July 2 and August 16.  The Palio is run to celebrate 
the miraculous apparition of the Virgin Mary near the old houses that 
belonged to Provenzano Salvani.  The holy apparition was therefore 
called "Madonna di Provenzano" in whose honour the very first Palio was 
run on August 16, 1656. 

THE PALIO OF SIENA

La Quintana, Ascoliôs jousting tournament, one of he most authentic and exciting of 
these Medieval shows in the Marche, dates back to the IX Century when the Saracens 
invaded the territory of Piceni.  It takes place in the main square on the first Sunday of 
August.  The high point of the games is when riders from the cityôs six districts tilt with 
lances for the target. The day also includes a massive procession with around 1,400 
town's people dressed in 15thC costume and plenty of side-shows and open-air eating 
places.  

QUINTANA OF ASCOLI PICENO 

Sulmona  -  August 2 and 3

The knightly joust of Sulmona.  Only the suburbs and the districts of the medieval 
town (this year still seven out of eleven) take part in the new Joust, which is 
performed on the traditional ground of Piazza Maggiore.  Every single competitor 
will gallop along the race-route trying to insert the spear into rings of different sizes 
hanging from the templates placed along the race-route.  At the end of the first 
part, the four people with the best score will compete to determine the couple 
which will fight for victory.  According to the old tradition of the joust the winner 
district will be awarded the Palio whereas the rider will be presented with a golden 
chain with a medal showing the symbol of Sulmona with the first letters of the 
famous Ovidôs hemistich ñSulmo mihi patria estò. 

GIOSTRA CAVALLERESCA DôEUROPA 

Piazza Armerina  -  August 12\14

Plutia (the old Piazza Armerina) is home to the most ancient medieval event in 
Southern Italy which takes place every year from August 12-14 in honour of Madonna 
Maria SS. Delle Vittorie.  The event is a re-enactment of Sicily being conquered in 
1060 by the Normans, led by Ruggero of Altavilla.  At the end of the event, the whole 
procession parades through the main streets, triumphantly displaying the city flag 
along with its winners.
